Motions for PwDI National AGM 2007

Proposed by the Galway PwDI Network

Motion 1

That PwDI urge the Minister for Transport to expedite an implementation plan to make all public buses, boats, trains and planes accessible for all disabled people by the end of 2010. 

Motion 2

That  PwDI urge the Government and Minister for Transport to introduce a special 100% grant to adapt taxis to make them accessible for all disabled people in the 2008 and 2009 budgets. 

Motion 3
That PwDI ask the Minister for Health and the HSE to increase the number of neurologists introduce special clinics for some serious chronic, degenerative illnesses, so that best international practises can be deployed to alleviate and / or bring about recoveries from these illnesses.

Motion 4
That PwDI call on the Minister for Health and the Department of Health to establish contracts with private counselling services and psycho-therapy services to treat mentally ill people and those people suffering depression as a result of long-term physical illnesses in all HSE areas. 
Motion 5
That PwDI headquarters seek direct funding from the government to cover the costs of its network offices throughout Ireland. This funding would cover costs such as office rental, necessary adaptations, furnishing and equipment, and costs of heating, lighting and communications.
Motion 6
That PwDI urge the Minister for the Environment to give PWDI a seat on the Social Housing allocation committees of every city council, county council and town council in the country, so as to better represent the housing needs of disabled people.

Motion 7
That PwDI urge the Minister for Justice to introduce a series of new laws and measures to deal more severely and urgently with harassment of and violence against disabled people.
